Send both pigtails together

Overview

After one end of the pigtail has been connected to your device, use lineman's pliers
to twist together the bare end of the pigtail wires with the circuit wires, turning in a
clockwise direction. When wires are pigtailed together like this:. one of the black
wires carries the current "in" to the nut, and the other two wires carry it "out" to the
outlet and whatever other devices are down the line. My understanding of electricity
is basically limited to the water-in-a-pipe analogy.
